Advance Team Member Job Description: 

 

As a member of the advance team you will be part of a 6-person team that is responsible for arriving at 

locations in advance of the students and assuring that all arrangements have been properly delivered. You will 

be responsible for greeting speakers and other dignitaries and ensuring their comfort during their participation 

in the conference. Additionally, you are responsible for trouble-shooting any situations that might arise onsite 

with the students, speakers, faculty, vendors, or facilities. Being able to think on your feet and make wise and 

informed decisions is critical to the success of this position.  A team attitude and friendly disposition will make 

you successful in this position.
